BLESSED SACRAMENT CHAPEL
CANDLES There is now a candle stand in the Blessed Sacrament Chapel with 10 red sanc-
tuary globes.

Candles left on the floor
or anywhere else in the Blessed Sacrament Chapel will be removed.

The PRESENCE LAMP is located in the window of the Blessed Sacrament Chapel where the Eucharist is reserved for Communion for the
sick, homebound and for Eucharistic Adoration outside of Mass. The candle in this lamp burns constantly as a sign of the honor shown to
the Lord. The presence lamp can be seen by all who might travel past the church building as an invitation to stop and visit. We would like to
offer you the opportunity to dedicate the candle in this lamp to the memory of a loved one, etc. The candle burns for one week, beginning
on Friday. If you would like to dedicate the candle in the presence lamp or for more information, call Cathy at the parish office.

The BENEDICTION OF THE BLESSED SACRAMENT is a service of worship and blessing centered on the Catholic belief in the real pres-

ence of Jesus in the Eucharist. The ceremony has four parts: Exposition, Adoration, Benediction and Reposition. During Exposition, the
minister goes to the tabernacle and removes a large host reserved there. The host is placed in a monstrance, beginning a period of Adora-
tion. Prayers, Scripture readings, songs, homily and silence may fill the time. At the close of this period, the priest or deacon blesses the
assembly with the monstrance—Benediction—and says a concluding prayer. The prayer is followed by Reposition where the Blessed Sacra-
ment is removed from the monstrance and returned to the tabernacle. Exposition and Benediction is scheduled every Wedne sday
evening beginning at 6:30 pm and every First Friday of the month beginning at 8:30 am.
